‘All You Who Are Weary ...’
Jesus had little success with the ‘professionals’ of his day. Yet in Q

today’s Gospel he bursts into a prayer of thanksgiving for
revealing wisdom to those who are considered ‘infants’. In the
context of these chapters of Matthew, it is stressed that the poor
are the only ones who truly understand the wisdom of God and
they do so under the weight of great oppression and demands placed on them by

the religious authorities. For example, the ‘wise’ place their particular
interpretations of the law on the ‘ritually unclean’ by excluding them from meals
(9:10-13) or place restrictions on the Sabbath that ignore human need (12:1-114).

Jesus wants people to leave aside these oppressors and learn from him; find rest

in him. His focus is on mercy, compassion and love. This passage shows the
tenderness with which Jesus welcomes and accepts. Jesus knows the reality of
people’s suffering. He is not saying that there are no burdens in life; but that he

will help people to find wisdom. This wisdom gives consolation, tenderness,
acceptance and the rest for which the soul yearns.

A Time for Rest The invitation of Jesus to find peace in his presence is one of
the most popular of his sayings. He is contrasting his message with the
burdensome law, which somehow had lost the heart of religion,
over-emphasising the externals of laws and rituals. He is not devaluing laws and
rituals but putting them in their place. He offers an invitation that everyone can
hear; and at many times of life we really need to hear it. These may be times of
iliness, bereavement, anxiety, depression and/or worry. It is an invitation to
come into his presence, which is a loving presence. It's not just an invitation to
enjoy a restful time, but to rest in the presence of love.

Any notion we have of Jesus that is harsh is false: he is 'gentle and humble in
heart'. This is the atmosphere he asks us all to spread. 'Once you have received
the refreshment and comfort of Christ, we are called in turn to become
refreshment and comfort for our brothers and sisters, with a meek and humble
attitude, in imitation of the Master' (Pope Francis, July 2014).

Take into your hands, Lord, the burdens in my life; help me to trust in you.
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
